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The Induction task:
World War 1 started in August 1914 and ended in November 1918. It produced the highest deaths and casualties in a war up to that time. In the case of Britain, over 700,000 soldiers died and 1,500,000 were severely wounded. This caused significant social, psychological and economic impacts. The war was also a catalyst for significant technological changes such as the development of planes, vehicles, ships, etc.

The war in many ways shaped the world that we see today. For example, the role of women improved, New countries such as Poland were established or re-established, the treaty of Versailles established the principle of an international body the League of Nations to support the maintenance of international peace. Therefore World War 1 could be described as a crucial turning point in world history.
